How do I add lap babies to my Alaska Reservation? +1-800-223-7138 
 

Open the official Alaska Airlines website and book your flight. Go to “Travelers,” where you 

will be able to select the number of passengers. If you want to buy a ticket with a seat for your 

child under 2, choose “Infants (Under 2”. If you don’t want to buy a ticket, select “Infants on 

Lap.”

Alaska Airlines allows the first adult with a reservation to sit with up to two children under 12 

for free. This means that if you’re traveling with twins, the first adults on the reservation can sit 

with both kids.
